In my last two videocasts, I dealt with Jesus Christ not only being the only begotten Son of God, but also being the personification of the Holy Spirit. That is something never explained to me in the universal churches, and it's just that the scriptures can't be denied. I wanted to talk about how Jesus would be personified as the Holy Spirit, and I explored what happened on the cross.
 
Again, I want you to just bear with me. On the cross, Jesus portrayed the outward picture of our inward truth. Our inward truth of having all the guilt and the pain of unforgiveness, the nakedness, exposing ourselves, acting on our own, not having an understanding of God... those four things. Inward truth is God's understanding of humanity.

God’s understanding of humanity, 
as Christ portrayed on the cross, is the Holy Spirit.
 
God's understanding of humanity is the Holy Spirit. Jesus portrayed that on the cross. Hence, he is the personification of the Holy Spirit. In the understanding of the cross, God is able to give us, number one, the fact that his Son gave his life... the Son of God, the actual only begotten Son of God. Because he is the Son of God, when he gave his life, he gave you the authority to say that you are a child of God (Jhn 1:11-13). How? Because that is the price the Father was willing to pay to help us see a way out of our sin and iniquity.
 
So God so loved you, he gave you his only begotten Son. That means he loves you and me. He loves the world as much as he loves Jesus. If you can believe he is the only begotten Son of God, that gives you the authority to say, “God loves me as much as he loves His Son. I, too, am a child of God.”

He also portrayed God's understanding of humanity and is referred to in the New Testament as the Holy Spirit (Jhn 14:15-18). The fact that he is the Son of God means that greater is he that's in you than he that's in the world (1Jn 4:4). How? Because he that is in you, Jesus Christ, as the Holy Spirit, brings the love of a father for his child into your understanding, into the picture of our salvation.

You see, if he is not the only begotten Son of God, if it's the Trinity doctrine, if they've always been together, if there's never been a time one was without the other, that really cannot be his son. Then greater is he that's in you than he that's in the world, because they don't have the love of the Father for his Son to come into their heart and help them understand the love God has for them.

This is powerful, and it's been denied by the churches ever since the apostasy began in the first century. Don't ever forget, it's biblical. There was an apostasy. It's the only time the word “antichrist” is used in the Bible. 1 John chapter 2 and 1 John chapter 4: They deny the Father and Son, 1 John 2:22. We accept the Father and Son, and greater is he that's in us than he that's in the world.
 
So Jesus portrayed humanity's problem. In so doing, he can set us free from the iniquity of carrying a grudge and hanging on to anger that we have toward other people. He can deliver you and save you from the guilt, the crown of thorns. He can clothe you with his salvation and redemption, and you're not naked anymore. You're acting according to the spirit, not the flesh.

He also brings to you an understanding of God that you wouldn't have had otherwise. How? Well, 1 John 4:8, 16 - God is love. 1 Corinthians 13:5, love does not make a record of sin (“thinketh” = to take an inventory). It does not impute iniquity. That is an understanding of God I had never been given before. People would read 1 Corinthians 13 to me, and it was all about love, but they never said, “God is love, and this is about God.” 

God doesn't make a record of your iniquity, which, of course, led me to the question, “Then why did Jesus die?” Titus 2:14, he died to redeem me from iniquity. Once he redeems me from iniquity and helps give me the tools to resist and turn from iniquity, he is saving me from my sin.
 
It's interesting that on the cross, when Jesus said, “Father, forgive them for they know not what they do,” he was forgiving the very people killing him. He was forgiving all of them. But right in the midst of that murder, he forgave them. While they were doing it, he forgave them, and he said, “They don't know what they're doing.”
 
There's no reason he wouldn't say that to you. There's no reason he would have held anger and bitterness toward you or me if he didn't have it toward those killing him. If he can forgive them, he most certainly can forgive you. And you know what? They didn't even ask him. God has been forgiving us all of our lives.
 
To receive that forgiveness, we need to find repentance in our hearts and turn from the evil that we're doing. When you turn from the evil, the forgiveness and the love of that spirit that he manifests on the cross will bring the love of God into your heart. It will flood you with love. When we talk about love, we're talking about being long-suffering, being patient… showing kindness. That is what God has been showing us all of our lives. He has been loving us all of our lives. Again, 1 Corinthians 13:5, love doesn't make a record of sin. 

So I'm going to take a step higher. I want to reveal to you something about the Holy Spirit, and we now know that this is what Christ portrayed.  But God has given it even another name.

Now, in the Bible, remember, we read where God spoke to us through the prophets using similitudes, likenesses (Hos 12:10). When he talks about the heavens and the earth, he is talking about the way we think. The heavens are how God thinks. What you have in your mind as you consider the way God understands, that's the heavens in you. The earth is the things you have concluded yourself. The sea represents the way the world thinks.

Heavens = God’s Understanding
Earth = Our own understanding
Sea = World’s understanding
 
Well, there is a verse in Zechariah chapter 12, verse 1.
 
Zec 12:1   The burden of the word of Jehovah for Israel, saith Jehovah, which stretches forth the heavens, and lays the foundation of the earth, and forms the spirit of man within him.

Now that verse, for years I would read that, and I was understanding the heavens and the earth… that's the way we think. Remember in Revelation, “Rejoice, you people who dwell in the heavens. Woe be to you if you're on the earth and sea” (Rev 12:12). In other words, if you're dwelling in God's understanding, rejoice. But if you're still living according to your own understanding or if you're still listening to the people in the world, he says the devil has come down to you having great wrath, because he knows he has but a short time. But rejoice if you're in the heavens.

Well, this leads me to another verse. Isaiah 65:17.

Isa 65:17   For, behold, I create a new heaven and a new earth: and the former shall not be remembered, nor come into mind.
Isa 65:18   But be ye glad and rejoice forever in that which I create: for, behold, I create Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy.
Isa 65:19   And I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in her, nor the voice of crying.
 
So here we have a new heaven and a new earth. Why do we need a new heaven and a new earth? I was always told that's literally going to happen. Maybe it is. But I know, spiritually, it's going to happen because the heavens and the earth, according to the word of God, represent the spirit of man. And we need a new heaven and a new earth. We need a new definition of how God thinks and a new definition concerning ourselves, which is exactly what God gives us on the cross. He gives you a new understanding of him.

He is love, and he loves you so much that he's given you his Son and a new understanding of yourself. You see the guilt and shame and all of the things within the human agent. It's within every one of us. So we see we do need a new heaven and a new earth, and let me say this since I'm on this level with you. There isn't a verse in the Bible that says Jesus died to pay your sin debt. It's not in there. The verses of the Bible say he died to redeem us from all iniquity (Tit 2:14).

Now think about that for a minute. If Jesus died to pay your sin debt, that debt is what you owe God. That would mean God is requiring a human sacrifice before he can forgive you, and that would be paganism. But he isn't pagan. If Jesus died to redeem you, that means God gave you the sacrifice. If Jesus is paying a sin debt, we are giving him the sacrifice. “Oh, please forgive me. Jesus paid my sin.” But that isn't the way it is.

God has given you the sacrifice of his Son to redeem you from iniquity. The cross is not supposed to change the way God sees us. It changes the way we see God. Hence, the sacrifice was from God to you. Now let's turn to Revelation 21. Reading from verse 1. 

Rev 21:1   I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.
 
No more sea does not mean there's not an ocean. That means in this believer, he has a new heaven and a new earth and is no longer listening to the world or the sea, the understanding of the world.
 
Rev 21:2   I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.
Rev 21:3   And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God.
 
There's a lot of depth, a lot of depth in this. We just saw in Isaiah the new heaven and new earth. He creates Jerusalem. Well, here, he refers to it as New Jerusalem. It's a new understanding of God and ourselves. It's called the Holy Spirit. New Jerusalem is a city. When you come to the end of the book of Revelation, there are only two cities, Babylon and New Jerusalem. Babylon is confusion about God. New Jerusalem is understanding the truth about God as Jesus portrayed it on the cross, and as we apply that to our hearts and find redemption from all iniquity. 

I'm telling you this is why Jesus died. He is not only the only begotten Son of God. He is the personification of the Holy Spirit. He is our redemption. He is our salvation. He is our righteousness. He is our sanctification.
 
All of this overrides the whole demonic teaching of the Trinity, and this will set you free from iniquity, which sets you free from sin. So I pray that maybe you would go back and listen to this one more time. Look up the words. Look up the verses. Don't ever take another man's word for it. Read it for yourself, and I pray that God, the God of the universe, the God of our fathers, grant you the understanding of His love and forgiveness and redemption to save your soul.
